At PS118 there is a 
multimedia, elementary 
science program that is 
helping students gain real 
success in science.  It has 
been created to work across 
our 1-4th grade years and it 
compliments the science 
taught in the home rooms. 

 
An interesting combination of animated computer aided learning materials and hands-on activities help 
students of all abilities develop their skills and interest in science. A range of modules are installed around 
the room which has a network of computers that are used to deliver the animated learning materials and 
track student progress.  
 
The learning material is specifically aligned with the New York science standards and built in testing and 
assessment is helping students gain success in the 4th grade science tests. 

 
Students working in the ScanTEK science lab 
really enjoy the experience, there is so much 
information contained in the modules and so many 
exciting experiments that they don’t realize that 
they are learning science. 
 
Talking to the junior scientists in a 3rd grade class it 
is very evident that they are enjoying their science 
lessons and are learning a lot at the same time. 
 
“To make light, you need some cords, a power 
pack, a lamp and a switch.  When you connect the 
lamp to the power pack and the switch you get a 
circuit.  When you close the switch; the lamp 
comes on.  That’s because electricity flows around 
the circuit and you get light.”
